A Brief Comparison: Comparability of 6-High school NECAP Reading GLEs to CCSS Reading (& Language Use) Standards
Summary of Findings Comparing CC and NECAP Reading Standards Grades 6-High School
NOTE: CCSS Language Standards (grades 6-12) for vocabulary acquisition (#3 - #6), and use are based on grade-level reading and content, so I have included them with the reading GLE analyses. Additionally, there are 10 reading standards for history/social studies and 10 reading standards for science and technology. These content-based reading standards are identical at grades 6-8 and only slightly different at grades 9-10. There are many more CCSS reading standards (more than 45/grade level) than there are NECAP standards, and they are somewhat repetitive across grade levels (sometimes with identical wording at adjacent grades). For the most part, CCSS standards lack the specificity of the NECAP GLEs and lack descriptions that include basic understanding (initial understanding, prediction, and inferences). The greatest implication for assessment is that with only higher level (DOK 3- type) test items that are comparing-contrasting two texts, for example without assessing inferential and analytical skills for a single text, student performance data becomes less useful at the local level for making instructional decisions. While analysis of text structures for particular texts is included in the CCSS reading standards, what is included is less thorough (fewer different structures) than what is included in NECAP writing across grade levels. 
I. Text Complexity Expectations are for the most part comparable; however, some text types may not currently be included at some grade levels in NECAP (e.g., digital texts, historical documents, the Bible, primary and secondary sources). 

· The CCSS expects students at grades 6, 7 9, and 11 to be reading and comprehending texts proficiently, including those at grade level plus one grade level above “with scaffolding as needed at the high end of the range.” This is standard # 10 in the CCSS. Text complexity descriptions in the CCSS Appendices reference some of the NECAP documents describing complexity, and therefore can be considered for the most part comparable.
· The CCSS expects students at grades 8, 10, and 12 to be reading and comprehending literary and informational texts proficiently and independently and does not include scaffolding for the high end of the text range.

· The CCSS extends text types to also include content-specific textbooks and content-specific texts in history (e.g., historical documents), science, and technology. Thus, the range of texts of texts is broader than NECAP.

· NECAP: “All students need ongoing opportunities to apply and practice reading strategies with many different types of LITERARY and INFORMATIONAL texts. Recognizing a variety of literary and informational texts and their characteristics will help students in meeting grade level expectations described. NECAP GLEs assume increasing text complexity across grade levels.”
II. Areas of Comparability and Discrepancies between CCSS and NECAP at Grades 2-5 that Might Impact Assessment

· Areas of Comparability: The NECAP Vocabulary strands identify content comparable to the CCSS Vocabulary Acquisition and Use standards. CCSS Reading Literature standards 1 L, 2 L, 3 L, 4 L, and 6 L are also for the most part aligned with NECAP strands (Initial Understanding and Analysis of Literary text). Most of the CCSS reading standards for both history/social studies and science/technology are comparable to NECAP, but with a broader use of text types than NECAP. (Note that due to the repetitive nature of the content-specific standards, only history/social studies are documented in the tables. Science/technology would align to similar with: CCSS Informational Text Standards 1 I, 2 I, 4, I, 6 I, 7 I, and 8 I are aligned at all grade levels 6-10. A few others (3I, 9 I) are also aligned at some grade levels. Overall rigor for CCSS informational text standards is often higher than NECAP due to use of multiple texts, multiple mediums, and more analysis of author’s craft for informational texts. NECAP standards. NECAP Informational text strands have a lot of overlap with three sections of the CCSS. At most grades 6-10, there is generally stronger alignment
· Areas of Discrepancy: The remaining two CCSS Reading Literature standards (7L and 9L) of the CCSS are more rigorous than NECAP because they call for comparing/contrasting themes, genres, texts by the same author, points of view, etc. NECAP focuses on one text only. Additionally CCSS Reading Literature standard 5 L and reading informational standard 5I focus on the general structure of different genres of text, something that is more likely to be included in locally assessed reading GLEs for NECAP states or NECAP writing GLEs. NECAP has many GLEs across grades that address making predictions and inferences, and drawing conclusions which are not explicitly addressed in the CCSS. 
II. Key Areas of Discrepancy between CCSS and NECAP that will Impact Large-Scale Assessment (beginning in 2014)
· All grade levels will assess reading: grades 3-8 and 11 with summative assessment; at grades 9 and 10 with interim assessments
· Much greater focus on using evidence from text(s) reading- writing performance tasks
· Research and writing across content areas will be assessed – applying reading skills
· All grade levels include reading more than one text or text format (e.g., print text and video; narrative and poem)
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
